
Hi-Points for All-Breed Open Shows 
 
Calculation of Points: 

 For first place through sixth place finishers, one point is awarded for each entry beaten in 
a class:  Number  of entries minus the Placing equals Points Earned.   
 For example, if there are 8 horses in a class, 1st place earns 7 points [8 - 1st = 7], 2nd place 
earns 6 points, and so on to 6th place, which earns 2 points.  If there are only 3 entries in a class, 
1st place  earns 2 points, 2nd earns 1 point and the 3rd place does not earn any points [3 - 3rd = 0]. 
 
Notes: 

 Exhibitor’s age is as of January 1st of this year. 
 For classes restricted by rider’s age, points apply only to the corresponding Junior or Senior 

hi-point category.  Points from Junior 18 & under classes and from Junior & Senior classes 
(such as Showmanship) apply to the appropriate age category for the junior exhibitor. 

 Fun classes, such as Pairs and Novelty Costume, do not earn points toward any of the hi-
point categories. 

 Other classes that are Restricted, such as Novice or  We’ve Only Just Begun, do not earn 
points toward any of the hi-point categories.
